However these nasty little creatures will earn you a zero for the paragraph if they are caught on your essay (this includes the extra credit essays as well).  


So be on your guard, and do all that you can (AHHHHHHHHH!) Enough of those evil nasties: Be on guard.  I recommend (AHHHHHHHHH!) It is recommended that students have someone (parent, teacher, and friend) proof read your essay for these words:

First Person

Second Person

You, your, yours, yourself


You, your, yours, yourselves (ya’ll)

If you can avo(AHHHHHHHHH!) If one can avoid using first and second person, then their(AHHHHHHH!) his ideas will be much better presented. Students should use third person.

Third person

Singular




Plural

One, He, She, it, his, hers,(etc)


They, their, theirs

However, any noun basically serves as third person.

Teacher, parents, people, persons, Americans, children, adults, dogs, cats (yes even animals can be “persons”
